The Chinese version of The People’s Republic of China Yearbook
began using a printed typeface for its masthead while the English
version continued to use Soong Ching-Ling’s inscription as its
Chinese masthead, a practice that continues to this day.

Both the Chinese and English versions underwent a
comprehensive redesign. The new covers are concise yet vibrant,
combining dignity and elegance while reflecting an “international
design with Chinese expression.” The content structure was also
restructured to be more rigorous and systematic, while better
aligning with readers’ interests and preferences.
